
India nominates GARBA to be inscribed on
UNESCO's intangible cultural heritage list

Garba is the dance form which originates from the state of Gujarat in India.

Many traditional garbas are performed around a centrally lit lamp or a picture or statue of the Goddess Shakti.
Traditionally, it is performed during the nine-day Hindu festival Navaratri.

The Convention of the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage was adopted by the United Nations
Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) in 2003 and entered into force in 2006.

It comprises 24 members and is elected in the General Assembly of the Convention according to the principles of
equitable geographical representation and rotation.

Members of the Committee are elected for a term of four years.

India has 14 intangible cultural heritage elements on the prestigious UNESCO Representative List of Intangible
Heritage of Humanity.
