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Context:

The Indian National Space Promotion and Authorization Centre (IN-SPACe) recently announced the
successful deployment of 10 hosted payloads by Non-Gover nmental Entities (NGES) on the POEM-4 module
of ISRO's PSLV-C60/SpaDeX mission. This marks a significant advancement in involving private sector players
in India’s space exploration efforts.

What is POEM -4?

e POEM-4 (PSLV Orbital Experimental Module) is a pioneering initiative that utilizes the spent P34 stage of
the PSLV rocket, repurposing it to host various scientific and technological experimentsin space.

e The module was part of the PSLV-C60 rocket mission, which carried the POEM-4 into orbit, where it
performed in-orbit scientific experiments at an altitude of 350 km with a 55-degr ee inclination.

Role of IN-SPACe:

The Indian National Space Promotion and Authorization Centre (IN-SPACe) playsacentral rolein this
mission and other private sector collaborations in the space sector. IN-SPA Ce was established to promote and
facilitate the participation of NGEsin India s space activities.

based services.

e The agency is aso responsible for assessing feasibility and ensuring safety compliance for any space-related
activities or new infrastructure developed by private entities.
