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Why isin news? HM Amit Shah chairs 70th Plenary Session of North Eastern Council in Guwahati

The Plenary Session is expected to review the status of different projectsin North Eastern Region (NER), deliberate
and fastrack the progress of ongoing projects, confirmation of the proceedings of the 69th Plenary meeting, outlays
by Central Ministriesin this region and plans for the period of the financial year 2022-23 & beyond.

North Eastern Council (NEC) isastatutory advisory body constituted under the North Eastern Council Act
1971 and came into being on 7 November 1972 at Shillong.

The eight States of Northeast India viz. Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Manipur, Meghalaya, Mizoram, Nagaland,
Tripuraand Sikkim, are member s of the council, with their respective Chief Ministers and Governors representing
them. Sikkim was added to the council in the year 2002.

The headquarters of the council is situated in Shillong, Meghalaya.

Chairmanship is under the Union Home Minister.

It functions under the Ministry of Development of North Eastern Region (DONER) of the Government of India.
The Council wasinitially set up as an advisory body but now sanctioned as a Regional planning body since 2002.

They now discuss any matter in which the North Eastern States have acommon inter est and decide the action to
be taken on any such matter.

Thiswas done so as to take care of the economic and social planning of these states, aswell asto provide
mediation in the event of inter-State disputes.

The funding of the Council mainly lieswith the Central Gover nment, with historically 56% contributed by the
state governments and the rest by the central govt departments.

3 year plan issued in 2017, envisages an annual budget of INR2500 crore, 40% from the government and the rest
60% from the Non-L aspable Central Pool of Resources (NL CPR).

The Council has demonstrated consider able achievements, mostly in the provision of electricity, education,
highways and bridges development in the North-Eastern States.

The Council has also taken up major highway and bridge building projects and funds several engineering and
medical colleges.

The council has funded projects producing around 250 megawatts of electricity to reducetheregion's
dependency on the States of West Bengal and Odisha.
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
