OpenAI’s advanced AI systems (called agentic AI) and TCS’s industry knowledge will be used to build industry-
specific AI solutions.

These tools can help companies in sectors like manufacturing, services, healthcare, and more.

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TCS and OpenAI will work together to help both Indian and global companies use AI effectively.

They will support businesses in adopting, integrating, and scaling AI tools based on their needs.

Focus on Training and Social Impact

The partnership includes programs to train young people in AI skills.

Together, they aim to help at least one million Indian youth learn how to use AI responsibly and grow their careers.
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
